Dents and stuck pigs are a major cause of concern with regard 
to pipeline integrity. Careful specification and execution of 
remedial methods are needed to prevent pipeline failure.

Dents are generally detected by an external survey of the 
pipeline. These dents are often acceptable, provided that any 
pigs needed in the line will pass them and that the line is not 
exposed to a combination of pressure fluctuations and sour 
service.

Jee has many years of experience in troubleshooting stuck 
pigs and dents. Stuck pigs or plugs are usually detected 
by low flow conditions. Removing the stuck pig requires 
careful measurement of the pig location, assessment of the 
potential damage to the pipeline and specifying and executing 
procedures for pig recovery.
